
 

 
Chairman’s Message 

China announced the signing of the second CEPA on the 27th August, 2004.  This second 
arrangement has reflected a further support to the recovering Hong Kong’s economy on 
better terms than original promised. A list of another 713 products in addition to 273 products 
was declared to be duty free. By the second CEPA, the Mainland has also agreed to broaden 
the liberalization for 11 out of the 18 service sectors to enjoy preferential treatment under 
CEPA.  There is also a newly formed cooperation group of governors linking up nine 
provinces in South China with Hong Kong and Macau.  The arrangement is well known as 
“9+2” with regular coordination meetings between governors of the nine provinces and the Chief Executives of 
the two Special Administrative Regions. With the CEPA 1 and 2 and “9+2” and bilateral China city relations, the 
crane-related niche that Hong Kong always has will continue to help local businesses, perhaps to grow 
stronger than ever, to serve and cooperate also with China cities and provincial levels. However, we like to see 
how Hong Kong government will spare more resources and create more space for itself for international 
maneuver so that Hong Kong can maintain its other niche i.e. that of international business and trade network.  
International business and trade network is a very necessary development ingredients in China’s interest of 
which Hong Kong can be in a good position to provide to China an efficient and effective service. Hitherto, the 
international-related niche of Hong Kong has contributed well to the China’s economic development by helping 
a West-to-East link for knowledge, trade and investment. Nowadays, East-to-West link could be an 
all-important next step of China’s economic development and such link if put into operation will also enhance 
Hong Kong’s own economic success.
